In particular in the epigraphic field of study and research on the heritage of 

Roman Brixia, up to the publication of the unpublished fragment of piazza 

Bruno Boni and the reconstruction of the text of the martyrdom slab dedicated 

to the SS. Faustino and Giovita, as well as valorisation of already known 

witnesses, such as the inscription in Fornaci believed lost but rediscovered, or 

through the proposed reconstruction of the mutilated text of a dedication to 

the emperor Aurelian and the cultural contextualization of epigraphic epithets 

such as the one to the Fatae Dervones. 
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In the historical and historiographical field, broad interest in the reconstruction 

of the complex of transformations of the Roman military system of the third 

century AD, from the alteration of the relationship between society and the 

army in relation to officialdom and its roles as well as in relation to social 

turmoil; from the movement of troops to the study of equipment; from the 

transformation of the directives of local control of the territory, to the 

identification of specific departments. 

In the specific historiographical field, identification of elements of Greek 

historiography, real or fictitious, in the Historia Augusta, the latter being the 

object of research relating to the lexicon (ius) in relation to the transformation 

of provincial political institutions of government in the 3rd century AD, or 

relating to the biographical literary genre, as well as the cryptic trace of 

epigraphic allusions. 

Further thematic axes of historical-social research frequented are the 

phenomena of acculturation - in particular on the ager of Roman Brescia - and 

of the development of collective mentalities, above all in the military and 

religious spheres of late antiquity.
